"Through their dedication and courage,
Kyaw Soe Oo and Wa Lone are an inspiration to all those who fight to defend press freedom," she continued.

Both journalists were employees of the Reuters News Agency at the time of their arrest in Yangon on 12 December 2017,
investigating allegations of human rights violations in Rakhine State, Myanmar.
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
